	· To bring high quality books to young children (birth to five years) through their child care providers. 

· Provide caregivers with high quality, age appropriate, children’s books to share with the children in their care. Expose children and child care providers to a variety of types of books: fiction, non-fiction, concept, multicultural, folktales, rhymes.
· Remove obstacles to providers sharing books with children by providing book delivery with no fees or fines. Family child care providers are targeted first as they have the greatest obstacles;  second, day care centers; third, Head Start classrooms.
