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Library Linx: The Vision

Library Linx is an interagency project designed to provide for a higher level of support for students working on school assignments and research while encouraging this next generation of Deschutes residents to cultivate a life-long love of reading and knowledge. The purpose of the program is to support school media centers, while enhancing the variety of resources available to students and staff for their curriculum or personal needs. Library Linx also assures that students, parents and teachers have a clear understanding of the resources and scale of support services that the public library can provide.

What is Library Linx?

Library Linx is a partnership between Deschutes County schools and Deschutes Public Library (DPL). It provides for students and faculty to place holds on DPL materials, and to have the materials brought to the school, where they are checked out in the school’s media center on a DPL computer. It creates library users out of students who might not otherwise be able to visit a public library.

Who is currently a Library Linx school?

In the 2010-2011  school year, the following schools will be Linx schools:

Bend La Pine School District—Bear Creek Elementary, Buckingham Elementary, Ensworth Elementary, High Lakes Elementary, Jewell Elementary, Juniper Elementary, Miller Elementary, Pine Ridge Elementary, Ponderosa Elementary, Cascade Middle, High Desert Middle, La Pine Middle, Pilot Butte Middle, Sky View Middle, REALMS, Bend High and Mountain View High.

Redmond School District—Sage Elementary, Lynch Elementary, Obsidian Middle, Elton Gregory Middle, Redmond High School, Terrebonne Community and Tumalo Community 

What are the responsibilities of the schools?

Library Linx requires that a children’s or teen librarian from Deschutes Public Library visit each Linx school at least four times during the school year to promote library resources, such as databases and materials for curriculum support, to staff and students. It also requires that the media center have regular paid staffing, that the media manager receives training on DPL policies and procedures that the schools provide a basic level of investment in the school library’s collection, and that schools support the public library’s mission of access to all library resources.

How is Library Linx funded?

Grants cover items such as licensing software for the check out stations, library courier van, library cards, and printed materials.  Deschutes Public Library pays for and maintains the computers.  In-kind support from the school districts is mainly staff time.
