EARLY LITERACY DEVELOPMENT THROUGH STORYTIME
Reading aloud to children everyday is the best thing you can do to help them get ready to become readers. Early literacy is what children know about reading and writing before they can actually read or write.
Through Storytimes, the BookShare Program will help with early literacy development and will highlight six pre-reading skills that children can start learning from birth!
1. PRINT MOTIVATION:  Being interested in and enjoying books is the specific purpose of each reading session.

2. VOCABULARY:  Knowing the names of things, words for actions and descriptors.

3. PRINT AWARENESS:  Noticing print, knowing how to handle a book and knowing how to follow the words on a page.

4. NARRATIVE SKILLS:  Being able to describe things and events and tell stories.  
5. PHONOLOGICAL AWARENESS:  Being able to hear and play with the smaller sounds in words.  Being able to hear and use rhymes.

6. LETTER KNOWLEDGE:  Learning about the difference in letters by being aware of shapes in general, differences in objects, colors, etc.  Knowing letter names and sounds.
